Navigation

There are two groups of thumbnails. The first group provides access to low resolution images in a slide show format. You can click forward or back through the images or just watch the slide show. This format opens in a new window automatically when you click on the thumbnail. To return to the gallery just close the window.

The second group of smaller thumbnails opens larger images one at a time. These may be better images but in order to return to the gallery you must use the back button in your browser or open them in a new window yourself.

I have also discovered that in the slide show format, if you are using Firefox, if you right click on the image and then select “view image” the larger image comes up. I cannot find a way to get the MS Explorer to do the same thing, but I notice if you use the Explorer to select an image from the slide show as your desktop background, it sets the larger image. I don’t know about browsers such as Safari.
