Most of the paintings can be displayed with no frame and that is fine.

However, when they are to be framed, it is an important consideration. Where possible I am more than willing to help out with this. Poor framing can ruin the look of a good painting. For the major paintings, if you are within a reasonable distance, I am willing to do your framing for you for the cost of the materials. You can’t ask for a better deal than that. This is how I get you to accept my input on this.

In most cases I do not frame the paintings before their sale. The reason for this is that I see the frame as a bridge between the painting and its environment. Whether it is displayed in a private home, a business or public location, there are all kinds of styles to the look of such locations. It is important for the frame to function esthetically in a way that is consistent with both the painting and is location. Therefore it is best to frame the painting only after it is sold and delivered.

In some cases display with no frame is best and I may indicate this. In some cases the frame is an integral part of the composition and I prepare it as part of the creation of the painting.
