These prices are to be considered as minimum bid thresholds.

The paintings usually go for the designated amount,

but as I have not sold online before, I am leaving myself a little

wiggle room with this note in case there is a large response.

I do not usually negotiate downwards unless a collector is buying several paintings or has already been a strong supporter.

In some rare cases I have allowed Baha’is to buy paintings 

as a tax deductible contribution to the Bahá’í Fund. In this case

I receive no compensation and the money goes directly to my preferred project which right now is the Chilean House of Worship

or Bosch Bahá’í School. Your purchase price is then tax deductible.

Only Baha’is may do this as only Baha’is may give to the Bahá’í Fund. If you are interested in this possibility please write me.
