Delivery of smaller paintings and prints is not a problem. I just ship them to you. Delivery of the major paintings can be a serious consideration. I now design my paintings to last for hundreds of years. For the most part they are permanently bonded to cabinetmaker crafted hardwood ply and fairly heavy. 

If you are within five hundred miles or so it is still not a problem. I have a good vehicle and I just bring them to you. I prefer to participate in helping you mount and frame them anyway. In cases where you are at a greater distance there are two ways to go. Either you can be patient and just wait until I am making deliveries in your area such as I will be in the latter part of 08 along the route between San Diego and New Orleans, or I can ship them to you at cost. 

In the latter case the cost can be significant. If you are in Hong Kong it is likely to take some bucks. I must buy or construct a shipping crate appropriate for valuable works of art, insure it, and then send it off with a mounting kit and instructions. You must have the facilities to receive and handle the crate and kit. I do this on a regular basis so I know how to do it but it does require some extra expense and handling savvy on your end.
